Sands High School’s Theatre Arts Department will host two High School One-Act Play Clinics Wednesday and Thursday, February 22nd and 23rd, 2017 with Scott Tipton and 

Wednesday and Thursday, March 1st and 2nd with Lou Lindsey.
TETA/AO Critic Judges:

Scott Tipton- graduated from Texas Tech University with a BFA in Acting/Directing. He is currently the theatre and speech director at Lindsay High School and has previously taught in Rogers and Royse City. Scott has directed over 50 productions including five UIL OAP productions that have appeared at the State Meet including State Champions in 2002 and 2005. Some of his favorite productions have included: LUCIA MAD, MARISOL, PLAYERS IN A GAME, THE WHITE ROSE, THE MASTER AND MARGARITA and THE BOOK OF EVERYTHING.  He has coached several speech and debate students to the University Interscholastic League’s State Meet and the National Forensic League’s National Tournament. Scott presents workshops and OAP clinics for the University Interscholastic League and has served as a guest artist for Texas’ International Thespian Society. Scott is the Associate Director of the Texas Thespians All-State production of BIG FISH.  He has been a member of the State UIL Advisory Board since 2005. Tipton is proud to have been affiliated with several summer theatre camps including Texas Tech University’s HIGH SCHOOL SUMMER THEATRE WORKSHOP, Texas A&M University – Corpus Christi’s CAMP ON THE COAST, Grayson County College’s GPAC and Southwestern University’s TAL’S CAMP. 
Lou Lindsey

After graduating from Hardin-Simmons University, Lou traveled to the Midwest and earned his M.A. from Bowling

Green State University in Ohio. He began his teaching career at Conference AAAA Brownfield High School where

he made five consecutive state-meet appearances in six years. With the encouragement of then UIL Theatre

Director, W. Lynn Murray, Lou began teaching at the community-college level. He spent two years at Bee County

College in Beeville, and six years at McLennan Community College in Waco. During this time, he was a two-time UIL

State Meet Judge. Lou directed four summers at the University of Texas Summer Theatre Workshop and

adjudicated many one-act play contests all over the state in every conference at every level. Lou served on the original

board of directors for The Texas Educational Theatre Association Adjudicator's Association and served as its

founding vice-president. He took an eight-year hiatus from teaching and returned to the classroom at Plains ISD as a fifth and sixth grade Mathematics teacher where he directed the middle-school one-act plays. For 11 consecutive years,

his plays were awarded 1st Place. After much arm-twisting and cajoling Lou joined the high-school faculty at Plains

where he taught Theatre, Speech, South Plains College’s dual credit Introduction to the Theatre, sponsored KPHS Radio, and directed the one-act play. Lou's plays, scenes from BIEDERMANN AND THE FIREBUGS and HENRY

LUMPER, were back-to-back Conference A State champions in 2011 and 2012. In 2013, scenes from JOURNEY TO

JEFFERSON, based on William Faulkner’s As I Lay Dying, was second-runner up at State. Lou loves the OAP process

and all it offers students and directors.
Clinic Process: 

Each school will receive a 2-hour time slot—1 hour for set-up/performance/strike and 1 hour for critique.   It is highly encouraged that companies begin rehearsing contest time limits (40 minutes for performance, 7 minutes for each for set-up and strike).  Timekeepers will be available.

Important Things to Remember
1.  Please don't forget your payment.  If you can't send in your check, please bring your check with you and make sure it is made out to Sands High School.
2. Let me know your play title as soon as you know it so Mr. Tipton and Mr. Lindsey can prepare for your clinic performance.  Also, please bring a cast list with character and actor names.  Also, on the same sheet of paper, provide the clinician with any special areas to focus on or problem areas to fix.  So please fill out the attached form to the best of your ability in order to help with the clinic process.
3.  There will be a dressing room available for use for putting on costumes and make-up. However, all things must be cleared for the next group coming when you leave for the stage. We can find another room for changing after critique.
4.  Please arrive at least 30 minutes before your performance time.  If you are late it will cut into your performance/critique time.  If you need more prep time, please arrive earlier.  Let me know how I can accommodate you.

5.  There is a house sound system run from the back of the house that will play CD or IPAD.
6. Lighting is simple.  Three rows with 5 areas of light per row.  A red, blue and green wash is also available.
7.  Bring your show in whatever shape it's in, with or without full costumes, furniture or props.  This clinic is not about presenting a finished show but more about learning and discovery.   Schools that don't want to travel with full furniture and sets can borrow items like chairs, sofas, benches, tables etc., to use for your performance.  Just let us know how we can help you.
